• Fraser Health has determined that cohorts does more harm to kids mental health
than it helps to curb transmission.

• Langley Meadows has had one exposure, Fraser Health has now gone back to
their past protocols on transmissible diseases for notification. They now only
notify direct contacts rather than the whole student body.
