5. Reports: 
A. Principal’s Report (Beth Cairnie) 
	This past term, absences among both students and staff have been many. Despite these challenges, most students are demonstrating growth and learning. LMCS is promoting lots of opportunities for teacher collaboration to better support students. Ms. Cairnie also described: professional development for teachers, highlights from ‘Respect and Diversity Week’, how data collected on student literacy is assessed to put in place supports as students grow from grade to grade, details from the Grade 5 Entrepreneur Fair, and upcoming physical literacy opportunities. 
We are all excited for the return of Fun Lunch! 
Ms. Cairnie has been fielding lots of questions about the recently distributed Rapid Antigen Covid tests, but asks parents to keep kids home if they are sick, even with a negative covid test. The staff appreciated the “teacher cheer” on March 3. Kindergarten Welcome May 11 - looking into details on what this will look like. Planning for 2022/23 class configurations and budgeting begins April 1. If parents have specific requests for their child in regards to class placement, they are asked to write to Ms. Cairnie, but to keep in mind that specific teacher requests cannot be guaranteed and that information will be shared with teachers.
There was a brief discussion about how to get more music education into the LMCS curriculum.
B. Treasurer's Report (Robin Kungle) 
	There has been a lot less activity in the budget because there have been no Fun Lunches. Question about when the Zoo field trip prize awarded for the coupon books sales is added to the budget; will be added and adjusted. Several teachers have not used classroom allowances; Ms. Cairnie encouraged the PAC to give teachers a hard deadline to have receipts turned in for reimbursement. There are follow-ups to make sure that we are paying out the funds allocated for the new water bottle filling station and the Bollywood dancing activity. We need to ensure that gaming funds are used and not rolled over.
